Please note our site terms are designed for the comfort and safety of all guests . 

Heritage Coast Campsite is ideal for adults seeking a peaceful retreat away from the daily  
hustle and bustle of life therefore in the interest of other campers and respect for our rural community.

Adults only. No party groups such as Stag or Hen parties will be allowed.

Camping is not camping without camp fires, we have to have rules for the safety, comfort and to protect the land.

 Open fires/BBQ are not permitted on the grass. Only fire pits and fuel purchased/rented on site are permitted BBQ /  
Open Fire baskets are available to hire with fuel. No driftwood, logs etc. to be brought on site. 

Wood trees shrubs etc. found on site is the property of the site and under no circumstances available for collection. 

Pitches are let on the understanding guests follow the usual customs of good camping and reserve the right to  
ask you to leave if the behaviours of any member of the party are unacceptable and no refund of monies will be paid.

Bookings are provisional until payment is received. Cancellations made more than 3 months prior to  
booking date may be transferred to another booking, subject to availability. No refunds will be made. 

Pitches are available from 2pm on the first day of your visit, latest arrival time is 8pm  
(unless by prior written arrangement). Guests must vacate pitches by 11.00am on the day of departure.  

Late check out is available but must be booked on arrival or at time of booking. 

Pitches offered are for 1 tent and one vehicle. Additional tents, gazebos and vehicles will be charged for.  
Pitch prices include two people, one tent and one car. There are additional charges for small pop up tents,  

children, dogs, gazebos etc. and additional vehicles as per booking form/price list. 

Consideration should be given to other campers at all times. There should be no noise or disturbance  
after 10.30 pm or before 7am.  

Dogs are welcome and must be kept on a lead within the grounds and mess cleared up by owner. 

If we see a group forming which may lead to disturbance we will ask you to leave and no refund will be paid.

On arrival you may request a specific pitch, however this cannot be guaranteed.

Guests are asked to take note of Fire and Health and Safety notices displayed on the site.

Please ensure you have travel insurance before booking.
